MAKE SURE THE WATER TO YOUR
SPRINKLERS IS TURNED OFF

We recommend turning off the water to your sprinkler sys-
tem at the meter before the city system is energized in
April. Find the how-to video at spanishfork.org/pi. Once the
outdoor water system is pressurized you can manually test
each sprinkler zone.

If you have a sprinkler system filter, check to make sure it is
clean. Please be sure to securely replace the lid to the box
when you are done.
