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UTILITY BILL DUE DATE CHANGE

You probably noticed your bill arrived later than it has in
the past—bills will now be available near the 8th of each
month. This is because the utility bill due date has
changed. Bills are now due on the 25th of the month.
Those on ACH Autopay will have their accounts charged
on the 25th.

UTILITY DROP BOX REMINDER

Due to construction, the utility drop box
has been moved to the Senior Center
parking lot (167 W Center St.) until the
completion of Library Hall in 2023.
Unfortunately, the USPS drop box

has been removed.

The change was made to decrease the time between us-
age and billing and standardize read times for all utility y
services, and simplify first and last bills. If you have ques-

GARBAGE AND RECYCLE CANS

Please make sure all garbage cans are out before 7 a.m. on
your assigned collection day no matter when your garbage
cans are “typically” picked up. Routes are constantly chang-
ing as the City grows and with the snow.

See the Garbage Truck Routes Map for up-to-date collection
day info at spanishfork.org/garbage.

It is important that vehicles or trailers are not blocking cans.
Cans must not be filled with dirt, sod, asphalt, burned out
charcoal/ashes, or large appliances that make the can too
heavy for the garbage truck arm to lift. Make sure lids remain
closed so rain and snow cannot get into cans, weighing
down the garbage and contaminating the recyclable materi-
als.

GUIDELINES TO ENSURE CONSISTENT SERVICE

e If a holiday (only those shown above on calendar) falls on a weekday, service will be delayed one day
following the holiday.

e Recycle containers that have trash in them will NOT be dumped as recycling and called into the city.

e All containers MUST be placed outside by 7 a.m.

e Containers should be placed in the street with the wheels against the curb or within 2 feet of blacktop
with the front of the container facing the street.

e The container must be placed 4 feet apart from other containers and 8 feet from mailboxes, poles, fences,
trees, or parked vehicles for easy access.
